Congratulations on your choice to take Honors English 9.  You have four exciting years ahead of you at Henry Ford II, and I look forward to beginning your freshmen year with you. This letter should explain in detail your summer reading assignments, but if you have any questions please e-mail me at KRISTI.LIVELY@UticaK12.org. I plan to check my e-mail on a weekly basis. 
The purpose for the reading assignment is to give you a broad literary foundation and to help you exercise independent reading and thinking skills during the summer months. You can find the books at your local library, bookstores, or online websites such as Amazon.com, so you have the option to either borrow or buy. You will need to reference the books once the school year begins for an additional writing assignment. You should read the actual book and not the audio version.  
 Please choose TWO of the following novels:

· Sleeping Freshmen Never Lie, David Lubar


· Many Stones, Carolyn Coman
· The Adoration of Jenna Fox, Mary E. Pearson

· The Alchemist, Paulo Coelho
· The Pearl, John Steinbeck

Assignment One: Summer Reading Journals
1. For each novel, please complete three journal entries.  One is to be done early in the reading, one done halfway through the novel, and the final one when you have finished the novel.  You will be submitting these journals through the website turnitin.com. (See the last page for all instructions relating to turnitin.com)

2. These journals should relate the piece of literature to your life or other books you have read and should explain your opinions. (See summer reading journal for examples)  

3. Type each journal in Times New Roman, size 12 font, double-spaced with normal margins. Each journal entry should be a minimum of a page in length. At the top, type the novel title, page you are on, and date.
Important: All six journals need to submitted as one document to turnitin.com, so please wait until you have finished the entire assignment for both novels before submitting. 
	These journals are due on September 5th to turnitin.com, but if you submit the assignment by August 13th, you will receive extra credit.




Assignment Two: Bookprint Tissue Box
It has been said that you are what you read.  Consider the novels/books you’ve read so far (both in school and out of school) that have influenced who you are as a reader. You will be decorating the 4 sides of a tissue box with 4 books that have had an impact on your life-one can be a children’s book if you wish. 
Bookprint tissue box requirements:

1. Take some time to consider all that you’ve read so far in your life.  Don’t limit yourself to only those books you’ve read in school; you’re free to include those from your childhood, those you’ve read on your own, those from summer reading, etc.
2. Decorate each of the four sides of the tissue box with information about each of the four books. (You may want to cover the sides of the box first with construction paper, colored/scrapbook paper, etc.) If you use a full tissue box, leave the top of the box open so we can use the tissues in class during the year. 
3. Include an image of the cover of the book (preferably in color) showing the title.
4. Also include:

· Symbols from the novel-you can print these from the Internet, use stickers or scrapbooking supplies, or draw if you are an artist.

· Adjectives about the main characters-please type

· An important quote/line from the novel-please type 
· A brief description of the book (please type)
5. You will eventually present this tissue box and explain why each book is important to you.  You will be graded both on visual appeal and the presentation.
	The Bookprint Tissue Box presentations will begin Thursday, September 6th,   so you should not bring them with you the first day of school.

To create a user profile for TURNITIN.COM:

1. Go to www.turnitin.com and click on the "Create Account" link next to the "Log In" button

2. Click on the "Student" link in the "Create a New Account" section

3. The "Create a New Turnitin Student Account" form must be completed to create a new student user account

4. Enter the class ID number and the case- sensitive Turnitin class enrollment password 

· Class ID: 18119303
· Enrollment Key: falcon
5. Enter the user first name, last name, and a valid e-mail address to use as the login for Turnitin

6. Create a user password. The user password must be between six and twelve characters long and contain at least one letter and one number.

7. Re-enter the password to confirm it

8. Select a secret question from the drop-down menu. Enter the answer for the question. Remember and keep this information.

9. Review the user agreement. To continue using Turnitin, click on "I agree -- create profile"

Directions for submitting an assignment to turnitin.com:

1. Once you have set up your account and enrolled in the class (see above directions), login with your username and password.

2. Click on Honors English 9-Summer Reading 2018.

3. When you are ready to submit your assignment, click on the button that says “submit” to the right of the assignment name.

4. Make sure the first drop-down menu (choose a paper submission method) says “Single File Upload”

5. Give the document a submission title-the document won’t send without it.

6. Click browse to find the file on your computer or flash drive.

7. Find the file on your computer and click “open”.

8. Once the name of your document appears in the box, click “upload”.

9. Review the file and click on the “submit” button to finalize the submission. (The file may not look correctly formatted, but it is okay as long as you saved it in the proper format.)
You MUST submit all 6 journal entries as one document. You cannot upload them separately. 

10. Important! You should receive a digital receipt page showing you that your submission was successful.
